You may

1. Request restrictions on certain use and disclosed of PHI, but we are not required to agree to a requested restriction.

2. Request that you receive confidential communications of protected health information.

5. Request an accounting of disclosures of protected health information made by the practice in the past six years.

6. Request a copy of the notice in writing.

The practice is required to act on your request within sixty days.

The practice is required by law to maintain the privacy of your PHI and to provide individuals with notice of its legal duties and privacy practices with respect to PHI.

The practice is required to abide by the terms of this notice and to provide individuals with changes or revisions to this notice.
 If you feel that your rights have been violated, you may register inquires or complaints with the practice or to the Secretary of Health and Human Services. No employee may retaliate against you for filing a complaint, under penalty of law.
